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1. Workshop on “World Day of Remembrance for Road Traffic 

Victims” 

Road accidents are as a leading cause of death and disabilities and reflect a grim 
picture worldwide. Reports confirms that approx. 1.3 million people die each year 
in road traffic crashes. The road traffic injuries are the leading cause of death for 
children and young adults aged 5-29 years and more than half of all road traffic 
deaths are of vulnerable road users: pedestrians, cyclists, and motorcyclists. 93% 
of the world's fatalities on the roads occur in low- and middle-income countries, 
with only 60% of the world's vehicles. 

In view of the above, the UN General Assembly adopted resolution 
A/RES/74/299 "Improving global road safety" in September 2020, proclaiming the 
Decade of Action for Road Safety 2021-2030, with the ambitious target of 
preventing at least 50% of road traffic deaths and injuries by 2030. 

In view of the above, the World Day of Remembrance for Road Traffic Victims is 
observed all over the world on the third Sunday of November of the year. The 
occasion in 2022 puts the spotlight on justice. Traffic law enforcement, thorough 
investigation after a crash to find out if a crime was committed and to prevent 
recurrence, criminal prosecution where appropriate and civil compensation are all 
part of the justice system. It also encourages all to REMEMBER the pain caused to 
a traffic victims and their families, SUPPORT the traffic Accident Victims and 
ACT to reduce traffic Accidents.  
 
India is no exception with respect to road accidents, which is a leading cause of 
death and disabilities and hospitalization, despite commitment and efforts by the 
GOI and the states. India ranks first in the number of road accident deaths across 
the 199 countries and accounts for almost 11% of the accident-related deaths in the 
World. As per the Road Accident Report for 2019, published by the Ministry of 
Road Transport & Highways in 2020, a total number of 449,002 accidents took 
place in the country during the calendar year 2019 leading to 151,113 deaths and 
451,361 injuries. Madhya Pradesh is one the top states having very high number of 
road accidents (50,669) and fatalities (11,249).  
 
Government of India passed the Motor Vehicle Amendment Act 2019 (MVAA 
2019) to mitigate high accidents and heavy Road fatalities in India and has now 
committed to reduce Road fatalities by 50% by 2024.   
 
Under this backdrop, National Centre for Human Settlements & Environment 
(NCHSE), Bhopal, a non-government organization, in partnership with New Delhi 
based Consumer Voice and Seven Hills Public Higher Secondary School, New 
Market, Bhopal has organized a workshop on “World Day of Remembrance for 

Road Traffic Victims” on 22nd November 2022.  The Agenda of the Workshop is 
presented below.

Shri Avinash Shrivastava, Dy. Director, NCHSE welcomed all the guests and 

participants and gave information about the event. He said that thousands of people 

die untimely every year in road accidents 

all over the world. More than 1.50 lakh 

people die due to road accidents each year 

in India, which impact the family 

emotionally and financially, and society 

and country at large. In such a situation, it 

becomes necessary to make road safety a 

part of life. He informed everyone about 

the theme of WDoR this year "Remember, 

Support, Act" means REMEMBER those who died, SUPPORT those who survived and 

ACT to save lives. 
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 Shri Ajay Kumar Murkon, TI, Traffic 

Police told the students that today such 

changes are being made in road 

transport through Engineering, 

Education and Enforcement so that 

accidents can be reduced. 

 

 

Shri Shriram Baghel, traffic 

inspector explained the cause of 

road accidents through 

presentation of videos recorded by 

cameras installed at different 

locations in Bhopal city. He said 

that most of the accidents took 

place due to the negligence of the 

drivers, not following the rules and 

driving at high speed.  He 

explained who was at fault, how it could have been avoided.  

Shri Baghel gave five tips to avoid road 

accidents. He advised to wear  a helmet 

while driving two-wheelers, tye seat belt 

on four wheelers, avoid talking on phone 

while driving, avoid jumping signals and 

parking vehicles at right place. 

He also gave detailed information about 

road safety rules and signs to the participants through an impressive power point 

presentation. 
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Shri AK Singh, Deputy Commissioner 

of the Transport Department, gave 

important suggestions to the students 

regarding road safety and informed 

the students that now the driving 

license will be made on an automated 

testing track, in which knowledge of all 

the rules related to driving will be 

necessary, only then the license will be 

obtained. 

Shri Sunil Shukla, a well-known social 

worker, informed the students about 

traffic rules while walking and crossing on 

the road. He advised the children not to 

avoid the police and take hasty turn 

without looking the upcoming vehicles in 

situation of not wearing helmet or driving 

without proper papers, for the action may 

cause accident and injury.  He explained to 

the children that the police are their friend, he informed the children about the 

important police numbers 100, 112 etc. 

Shri Arun Gurtoo, Former DGP, Madhya Pradesh while sharing his experience told 

the children/ participant that earlier, 

pedestrians used to walk on the left 

side of the road, but due to heavy 

traffic on the road, now pedestrians 

should walk on the right side of the 

road, so that they can see the 

upcoming vehicles. He also advised 

cyclists and motorcyclists to always 

keep left in the lane while driving.  
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In the Q&A session, the children posed questions to the experts, such as why traffic is 

stopped for VIPs, whether the ambulances are permitted to ply at anytime, anywhere, 

etc. The questions were answered in detail by TI Police Shri Ajay Kumar Murkon and 

Shri Pramod Kapse from the Transport Department. 

 

Shri Raghuraj Singh, Director, MCM gave vote of Thanks.   

 

More than 100 persons, comprising of students of 18-20 age group, faculties, police 

personnel and few road accident victims and senior citizens participated in the 

workshop. The guests were presented with mementos.  
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2. Oath Taking: 

Shri Arun Gurtoo, Ex. DGP, administered the oath to the participants to obey 
traffic rules and act as a Good Samaritan and help road accident victims. 
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3. Forming a Chain to advocate Traffic Safety:  

All participants of the workshop also formed a chain holding play card having 

messages of traffic safety within the School Campus to create awareness on traffic 

safety.
